 ●    BIA Police (students wore goggles that impaired their sight, while walking a 
                  line and driving a cart with a police officer)

      which create fires and what to do in case of a fire)

 ●    Cyber bullying (mock court) 
 ●    Effects of Drugs & Alcohol
