	 The NICOA Conferences have 
been held in such places as Phoenix, 
AZ, Billings, MT, Reno, NV, Tulsa, 
OK, Nashville, TN, Green Bay, WI, 
Spokane, WA, Bismarck, ND, Duluth, 
MN, Milwaukee, WI, Tacoma, WA 
and Acme, MI. Places where many 
of our elders had never been before, 
places they might not have been able 
to go to on their own, places where 
they may never physically go again, 
memories that will take them on many 
journeys.

of Guam, while filling in as a mes-
senger, he narrowly escaped sniper 
bullets by means of some quick 
footwork. Impressed by his moves, 
some of the Marines jokingly asked 
about his football career before the 
war. Not all Marines were so jovial, 
though. On one occasion, while 
marching through the jungle, he was 
mistaken for a Japanese soldier and 
taken prisoner, After being marched 
back to headquarters at gunpoint, he 
was assigned a bodyguard to avoid 
future misunderstandings. Although 
the danger is gone, he still gets calls 
to this day making sure he’s okay. Bill 
Toledo feels it is important share ex-
periences like his with new genera-
tions so that they may understand 
the cost of freedom and the sacrific-
es which were made on their behalf.

Caddo Nation Division of Housing
	 The Caddo Nation Division of Housing (CNDH) programs are intended to 
offer assistance to as many Caddo tribal members as possible. Our funds are in 
the form of grants from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development 
(HUD) under the Native American Housing and Self Determination Act of 1996 
(NAHASDA). NAHASDA’s operating statute is “To provide Federal assistance 
for Indian tribes in a manner that recognizes the right of tribal self-governance...” 
This allows the CNDH Board to set the rules for how the programs are designed 
and what the programs can do. However, since our funding is from a federal 
source there are rules that we must operate under, that is why all CNDH programs 
are currently offered only to those individuals that meet federal low income lim-
its. For 2012 those limits are:

CNDH programs 
are designed to address the needs of Caddo tribal members in a variety of 
settings. The CNDH offers both elderly and family rental programs, an 
affordable homeownership and down payment assistance programs designed 
to assist first time homebuyers, and two rehabilitation programs for established 
homeowners and the Emergency Housing Assistance Program for unexpected 
emergencies.
	 The CNDH is pleased to announce the re-opening of Halfmoon Circle. This 
housing addition is designated for affordable family rental units. We have re-
cently completed renovations on 6 of the 3 and 4 bedroom homes in Halfmoon 
Circle. We are accepting applications at this time. We have plans to complete 
renovations on 8 more Halfmoon Circle homes. We currently have 5 families 
residing in this addition. The Regency Oak Elder rental apartments in Anadarko 
are nearing capacity.

	 In July, we were able to get train-
ing in the PR-24, ASP, batons and ad-
vanced escort tactics all very benefi-
cial to what we do here for the Caddo 
Nation.
	 On July 19, the Caddo Nation Se-
curity Department partnered with the 
instructors from the Cedar and Sage 
Martial Arts School and provided a 
Basic Self-defense Class 101 for all of 
the Headstart Staff. This was the 2nd 
time we have done this and it was a 
great class. All who were able to par-
ticipate really gained some valuable 
knowledge for protecting themselves 
and being more aware of situations 
at work. I look forward to next year’s 
class.
	 In August, we were able to get 
some training with the Oklahoma 

State Bureau of Investigation and the 
Anadarko Police Department. We re-
ceived training in CPR and First Aid 
through the American Heart Asso-
ciation provided through the Indian 
Health Service and the Caddo Nation 
Injury Prevention Program.
	 These different types of training 
will enable the Caddo Nation Secu-
rity Department to be better equipped 
to respond to medical emergencies. In 
the future, the Security Department 
looks to become First Responder Cer-
tified to assist the Caddo Nation and 
our community.
	 As we get into the fall and winter 
seasons, please remember that with 
this great time of year comes the se-
vere weather. Ice, snow, extreme cold 
temps are just a part of Oklahoma 
weather we all endure. Please make 
sure your cars have been checked for 
the winter driving. Make sure you 
have extra blankets, clothing, food 
and water in your trunk in case you 
get stranded. If you’re going out in the 
bad weather, take extra time and let

someone know where you are going. 
Layer your clothing when outside and 
make sure if you work outside, dress 
appropriately, take plenty of breaks 
and stay hydrated.
